This Article Satisfies the New CE Requirements  

The Board of Medical Examiners and The Board of Osteopathic Examination 

passed a New Rule regarding Continuing Education (CE). 

§For each renewal period, each person must obtain two (2) credits covering  

Board Rules, Ethics, Sexual boundaries, and other related topics.  

There can be more than two such credits, but the minimum is two.  

These credits are not in addition to, but rather two of the 20 credits required. 

§ARRT - RTs must have a state license if working in a Physicianôs office. 

These two special credits are required for the state. The 24 credits earned for ARRT do suffice for 

state requirements, but if the 24 credits do not include at least two of these special credits,  

RTs must obtain these credits for state license renewal. 

§The Board of Chiropractic Examiners has a similar rule, with the following differences: 

Two such credits must be earned for the first calendar year that CE is required. 

These two special credits are in addition to the usual six (6) per year.

We Will Begin this Article with Rules, and End with Ethics.  
 

Rules  
Let us get an overview of the people who make the laws and rules governing workers in the medical arena. 

The Tennessee State Government has many Departments, Divisions, Bureaus, etc. Like any other governmental body, it has three 

primary branches. In the simplest of definitions: 

the Executive Branch has the power to approve or veto laws, and carries out the law; 

the Legislative Branch makes the laws; 

the Judicial Branch argues meaning of laws, and determines if the laws are Constitutional. 

The American and State constitutional systems include a notion known as the Separation of Powers. In this system, several branches 

of government are created, and power is shared among them. At the same time, the powers of one branch can be challenged by an-

other branch. This provides for the very necessary system of checks and balances. 

The purpose of this article  is to discuss the Rules and Regulations governing people who operate X-Ray Equipment,  

commonly called X-Ray Operators, and the Providers who hire X-Ray Operators. Both X-Ray Operators and their Physician/

Employers have a responsibility to know the Laws and Rules, the Scope of Practice, the requirements for Continuing Education, and 

the consequences of non-compliance. It is also the responsibility of both to understand and abide by these Laws and Rules and the 

Codes of Ethics. 

Some of the Governmental bodies and agencies relevant to this article are the Dept of Health, the Bureau of Health Licensure and 

Regulation, the Division of Health Related Boards, the Boards of Examiners, the Office of General Counsel, and the Office of  

Investigations. 

Who Makes and Enforces the Rules?  
Statutes are proposed and made law by the Tennessee State General Assembly (Legislature). 

The Boards, following specific notice requirements and hearings, adopt rules. Both the Legislature and the Boards have the force of 

law and may be used in the regulation of a profession. 

The Boards interpret the laws, rules, and regulations to determine the appropriate standards of practice in an effort to ensure the 

highest degree of professional conduct. 

The Boards are responsible for initiating investigations of alleged violations of the Practice Act and Rules, and are responsible for 

the discipline of licensees who are found guilty of such violations. The Boards are also vested with the responsibility of ratifying 

licenses and certificates. 

The Board of Medical Examiners was created in 1901 by an act of the State Legislature, the Board of Osteopathic Examination  

in 1905, the Board of Chiropractic Examiners  in 1923, and the Board of Podiatric Medical Examiners in 1931.

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Why Do We Have Rules?  
All persons operating x-ray machines in physiciansô offices in Tennessee must possess a certificate issued by the Boards. This cer-

tificate allows the applicant to obtain a license. X-Ray machines are defined as equipment that will produce ionizing radiation. 

It is the mission of each Board to safeguard the health, safety, and welfare of Tennesseans by requiring those who practice health 

care professions within this state to be qualified. Thus, the Boards must review licensure applications and determine whether the 

applicant is qualified to be issued a license in accordance with the facts, the law, and the regulatory statutes governing the profes-

sions. 

All Board members, with few exceptions, are appointed by the Governor. 

The Attorney General is the Chief Legal Officer, and helps all three Branches of Government; 

The Division of Health Related Boards provides administrative support to all the Boards; 

The Office of Investigations investigates complaints and reports of non-compliance or questionable actions for all the Boards. 

We need to create an environment of consistency regarding standards, qualifications, and compliance, and 

to ensure that our patients, the operators, and the general public will be safe, be treated with respect, be protected from the spreading 

of pathogens, and receive/produce quality results. 

What Are the Rules?  
This Article contains Tables and Charts that compare four Examining Boards: Medical, Osteopathic, Chiropractic, and Podiatric. 

The Charts compare Rules, Scope of Practice, Exemptions, Reciprocity, and Penalties for Non-Compliance. 

These are some initial requirements to be eligible to apply for a license to operate x-ray equipment in Tennessee: 
 

   Applicants must be at least 18 years of age and possess a high school (or its equivalent) diploma; 

   Be free from physical and mental impairment that would interfere with the performance of duties or would otherwise  

      constitute a hazard to the health or safety of patients; 

   Be of good moral character; 

   Complete a Criminal Background Check; 

   Successfully complete a Board-Approved Limited X-Ray Course; 

   Successfully complete the required Supervised Clinical hours; 

   Pass the Board-Required Examination; 

   Complete and send the Board-specific Application, including applicable fees and attachments, to the Board. 

If the Board accepts everything surrounding the application, the Board will declare the applicant Certified.  

Then, the Health Related Boards will issue a License to the certified person. 

A License is issued for a twenty-four (24) month period. The specific dates will be determined by the licenseeôs birth month. 

License renewal requires appropriate, Board-Approved Continuing Education (CE) for each 24-month period of the license. 

Before the expiration date, the licensee must complete and sign a License Renewal Application, and send it, with all applicable fees 

and attachments to the Board. 

If the licensee has successfully met all the renewal requirements, the Board will approve renewal of the license. Then HRB will send  

a Renewal License to the licensee covering the next 24-month period.

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Definitions Used in Limited X-Ray Rules in Tennessee 
The Definitions below are summarized definitions of words/terms used in this Article. 

 

DepartmentðTennessee Department of Health 
 

CommissionerðCommissioner of the Tennessee Department of Health 
 

Division of  Health Related Boards (HRB)ð Administrative Office established by the Commissioner for the control 

of all administrative functions of the Boards. 
 

DirectorðThe person appointed by the Commissioner to serve as Administrative Officer of HRB. 
 

BoardsðAll Boards, Councils, and Committees assigned to HRB. 
 

Licensed PhysicianðA Physician who is medically qualified and legally authorized by the Boards, HRB, and  

Department of Health to practice medicine within the scope of his/her license, in the state of Tennessee.    
 

RadiographerðOne who practices radiography. Some of the Boards use the word Practitioner to mean the same. 

Since physicians are sometimes referred to as Practitioner, we will use Radiographer in this Article. 
 

CertificationðA Board will study a personôs application and the attachments and compare it to the requirements.  

If all requirements are met, then the Board accepts the application. This person is now certified by this Board.  
 

LicensureðOnce a Board has certified a person, the Health Related Boards sends the person a License signed by the 

Director of HRB. This License is often called a Certificate; Licensure is often called Certification. 
 

Technically, the Boards certify, then the person receives his license by HRB.  

The actual piece of paper showing the required information, can be called a License or a Certificate.  

The License/Certificate must be displayed in a location visible to all x-ray patients. 
 

 

Full CertificationðCertification obtained by submitting verification from ARRT (for Medical & Osteopathic offices); 

ARRT or ACRRT (in Chiropractic offices); ARRT, ACRRT, or TPMA (in Podiatry offices). 
 

A Full Certification license will enable the holder to perform, except for Bone Densitometry, any and all  

radiographic procedures or functions in a physicianôs office. 
 

Limited Certification ðCertification issued by the Tennessee Examining Boards which enables the holder to per-

form only those radiological procedures intended for the body areas or specialties indicated on the license. 
 

UpgradeðOne can obtain a Limited Certification in, for instance (only) Chest radiography. He may later take the  

required course (for example, Extremities), obtain the required supervised clinical experience, take and pass the required 

examination, and then apply to upgrade his current Chest license to include Extremities.

MXRTðAn RT (ARRT) licensed by one of the TN Boards to perform radiography in Physiciansô offices; scope 

status is Full Certification, and is allowed to perform radiography in Medical, Osteopathic, Chiropractic, and  

Podiatric offices.

CRTðRegistered Chiropractic Radiologic Technologist, certified by ACRRT 
 

CXTðCertified Chiropractic X-Ray Technologist; a person certified by the TN Board of Chiropractic Examiners; 

scope status is Limited Certification and is allowed to perform limited radiography in Chiropractic and Podiatric  

offices. 
 

Podiatric X-Ray OperatorðA person certified by the Board of Podiatric Medical Examiners; scope status is  

Limited Certification, and is allowed to perform limited radiography in a podiatric office. 
 

Techða short name for technologist, technician, or radiographer 
 

Clinical TrainingðHands-on observation and participation in the production of diagnostic radiographs.  

Clinical training must be supervised by the following: 

Medical & Osteopathic: either a residency-trained radiologist or by a licensed physician in conjunction and   

consultation with a fully-licensed and registered operator (RT(ARRT)), with at least three (3) years experience    

when appropriate.  

Chiropractic: a Licensed Chiropractor 

Podiatry: a Licensed Podiatrist 
 

SupervisionðThe ongoing direct review for the purpose of training or teaching by a Supervising Physician who 

monitors the performance of an individual. The Supervisor provides regular documented face-to-face guidance and 

instructions with respect to the skills and competencies of the person being supervised. 
 

Current, In Good Standing Licenseða description of the status of a license, meaning that the licensee has done  

everything necessary to obtain or renew his license, that there is nothing or no one pending the license, and that the 

license is unencumbered. 
 

Good Moral Characterðthe quality of being well-regarded in personal behavior and professional ethics. 
 

Penaltyða punishment, loss, or consequence imposed or incurred for a violation of law or rule. 
 

Schedule of Civil Penalties: 
 

Type A Civil Penalty may be imposed when a person required to be certified by the Board is guilty of willfully and 

knowingly violating Board Rules and Regulations to the extent that is, or is likely to be, an imminent, substantial 

threat to the health, safety, and welfare of an individual patient or the public. 
 

Example of Type A Violation: a person practicing radiography in a health care office without being certified by the Board  

governing that office, and not being licensed by the State of Tennessee. 

Type A Civil Penalties shall be assessed in the amount of not less than $500 and not more than $1,000.  
 

Type B Civil Penalty may be imposed whenever the Board finds the person required to be certified by the Board,  

to be guilty of a violation of Board Rules and Regulations, in such manner as to impact directly on the care of  

patients or the public. 
 

Example of Type B Violation: a licensed person practicing radiography in a health care office who goes to work intoxicated. 

Depending on the severity of this situation, it could be elevated to a Type A. 

Type A Civil Penalties shall be assessed in the amount of not less than $100 and not more than $500. 

 

Type C Civil Penalty may be imposed when the Board finds that a person required to be certified by the Board is 

guilty of a violation of the Board Rules and Regulations, which is neither directly harmful to patients or the public, 

nor directly impacts their care. This violation only has an indirect effect on patient care or the public. 
 

Example of Type C Violation: a licensed person practicing radiography in a health care office who has let his license lapse, or 

has not complied with Continuing Education requirements. 
Type A Civil Penalties shall be assessed in the amount of not less than $50 and not more than $100. 
 

A Note of Interest: Any action that is determined to warrant a Civil Penalty can also be disciplined with other  

fines and/or penalties.

Limited X-Ray. However, if a person is certified in  

X-Ray and Bone Densitometry, there are only the described 
twenty (20) credits due (not 40). 

*Two (2) of these twenty (20) credits must be directly related to Rules and Ethics.  
   These two (2) credits must also include content pertaining to ARRT Standards of Ethics if the licensee is fully certified 

Rules for RTôs (ARRT) in Tennessee 

All  RTôs MUST apply for Board Licensure in Tennessee if  s/he works in a Physicianôs Office. This is not only required by the 

State of Tennessee, but also it is required by ARRT to comply with all state rules and regulations. 
 

ARRT RTôs who hold a Certificate/License with the Boards discussed in this Article are Fully Certified, and, except for Bone 

Densitometry, may perform any and all radiographic procedures or functions in a Physicianôs office, that are within the American 

Society of Radiologic Technologists (ASRT) Scope of Practice for Radiographers. 
 

If the RT has an x-ray license in TN, that was obtained before July 1, 2006 for Medical offices, or July 1, 2007 for  

Osteopathic offices, there is nothing more required of the RT. This license automatically includes Bone Densitometry. 
 

But, if the license was obtained after those dates, there are only two (2) routes for licensure to perform Bone  

Densitometry in Tennessee: 
 

1. Obtain a Post-Radiography certificate with ARRT by passing the ARRT Bone Densitometry Exam for RTôs, and send a copy of 

this to the Board with the appropriate Application, 

or 
2. Complete all the requirements to obtain a Limited Certificate in Bone Densitometry in TN.

as such the practice is restricted to those persons credentialed by the Board. 
ÅPersons engaging in practice as a Chiropractic X-Ray Technologist without being credentialed are in violation.

Supervision: Responsibilities of Employer/Physicians: 
 

Once a person is duly certified, licensed, and working, it is the responsibility of BOTH the Radiographer AND the Physician  

to ensure that all work done in the x-ray room is done with personnel who possess a current, in good standing license. 
 

The Supervising Physician is required by law to place a copy of the Radiographerôs current, in good standing license for x-ray in the 

personnel file. The scope of the license should authorize the procedures being performed and the equipment being used in that office. 
 

The employing Physician, or his Designee, shall exercise close supervision and assume full control and responsibility under these 

rules for the services provided by any duly licensed person employed in the Physicianôs practice.  
 

The supervision and control does not require the physical presence of the Physician at all times at the site where the services are  

being provided. However, it does require that the Physician have his primary medical practice physically located in Tennessee, and 

that he be capable of being physically present at the site where the services are being provided, within a reasonable time depending 

upon the type of x-ray being performed and the severity of the medical complications that may arise from that type of x-ray.

Regarding persons who are working without a license, or working outside the scope of their licenses, the Board will 

notify the Radiographer (the person practicing radiography) and the Supervising Physician of an  opportunity for a 

Penalty-Free option:  

IF the Practitioner submits within thirty (30) days of notice, proof of any of the following, the case will be closed: 

      1. certification/licensure 

      2. exempt status 

      3. the radiographer did not operate x-ray equipment during the alleged time 

      4. the radiographer has since become enrolled in a Board-Approved x-ray program 

      5. the radiographer has submitted either application for licensure or for upgrade to existing license 
 

IF either the radiographer and/or Supervising Physician fails to exercise the penalty-free options, the matter will be 

referred to Office of General Counsel (OGC) for full prosecution. 
 

Upon a proven violation, the minimum disciplinary actions for either/both the radiographer and/or the  

Supervising Physician are: 
 

      a. formal Reprimand reportable to NPDB and HIPDA, AND 

      b. assessment of Type C civil penalty of $100.00 for each day the uncertified radiographer operated x-ray  

          equipment or was allowed by a Supervising Physician to operate x-ray equipment, AND 

      c. assessment of the costs associated with the prosecution of the matter, AND 

      d. any and all remedies the Board deems appropriate.

Upon recognition of expired license, the person must stop practicing immediately and request a Reinstatement  

Application. The employee must complete the Reinstatement Application with: 

      - a detailed work history from the date the license was expired, and 

      - proof of documentation of continuing education requirements taken within the previous twelve (12) months. 
 

If the license has been expired for three (3) months or less, the Board may immediately reinstate the license. 
 

If the licensee has been working more than three (3) months on an expired license, he will be assessed a penalty of 

$25.00 for each month worked in excess of three (3) months from expiration date. 
 

Unlicensed Employees: 
 

A Chiropractic physician who employs unlicensed x-ray technicians is subject to civil penalty of $1000.00 per such 

employee. 

Upon notice of civil penalty, the unlicensed employee must complete the required course within 180 days, and  

complete the required internship within one year from completion of course. 

 

Board of Podiatric

Failure to renew a license will require the Licensee to pay the renewal fee and comply with all other requirements. 
 

If failure to renew has been more than three (3) months, the Licensee will be subject to an additional Type C civil 

penalty of $100.00 per month that the license is lapsed. This policy is in addition to the disciplinary guidelines  

issued by the Board. 

Change of Address and/or Name 
Change of Address 
Anyone holding a license for limited x-ray, who has had a change of home address, shall file in writing with the Board, both his old address and 

current, new address. The Board must receive such notice no later than thirty (30) days after change is effective. The notice to the Board must 

include certificate holderôs name, profession, Board, and certification number. 
 

Change of Name 
An individual registered with the Board shall notify the Board in writing within thirty (30) days of the name change, and will provide both the old 

and new names. A request for name change must also reference the individualôs profession, Board, certificate  

number, and notarized proof of name change.

3. Complete an addition ten (10) hours within two (2) years of notice, in addition to the makeup of  

deficient hours and the regularly required hours. 

4. Failure to fulfill these conditions, or failure to respond to the Board, may result in more disciplinary 

action and/or other penalties. 

Board of Osteopathic  

Examination 

Any person who fails to obtain the required Continuing Education hours, or who falsely attests to  

completion of required Continuing Education hours, may be subject to decertification and/or other  

penalties.

1. Licensee must pay civil penalty of $300.00 within thirty (30) days of notice. 

2. Make up deficient hours, in addition to regularly required hours, within the following calendar year. 

3. Failure to fulfill these conditions, or failure to respond to the Board, may result in disciplinary

1. Pay civil penalty of $100.00 within thirty (30) days. 

2. Make up deficient hours, in addition to regularly required hours, within the following calendar year. 

Failure To Renew License 
These Rules are generally the same for all four Boards; See Board-specific Rules for details 

 

Eligibility for RenewalðTo be eligible for renewal, an individual must submit to the Division of Health Related 

Boards on or before the expiration date a completed, signed renewal application form, with renewal and state  

regulatory fees. 

Signing the renewal form (application) is automatically attesting that all CE requirements have been met. On the  

renewal form, there is a statement in small print just above the signature line. This statement says that you attest that 

you have complied with all the CE requirements up to the day before the renewal period will begin. 

IF a person has not actually done so, and signs the renewal form, then sends it to HRB for renewal, the person is  

subject to disciplinary action. This might be fines or civil penalties, or more. 

 

Failure To RenewðIf a licensee does not renew by the expiration date, or does not respond to certified letters from 

HRB, will be fined with fees for failure to renew, late renewal, make up CE credits plus punitive CE credits  

(see Table for Penalties for Non-Compliance of CE in this Article). 

 Signing the renewal form is automatically attesting that all CE requirements have been met.  

IF this is untrue, the person is subject to disciplinary action. 
 

Reinstatement of Expired LicenseðLicense may be reinstated with payment of all late fees and proof of all required 

CE credits. 

 

 It Pays To Know the Rules, and To Comply with them. 

 

Non-compliance can cost a lot of money and time,  

plus possible civil penalties, and even being decertified. 

 

Save these costs by knowing how to comply, be aware of what you are signing,  

and by obtaining all required continuing education credits along the way.

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Ethics 
This is certainly a broad-spectrum subject. We will cover one aspect of Ethics in this Article, and will cover a different 

perspective of Ethics in the next issue of XRN. 
 

The best place to start is with some definitions, so everyone has the same understanding of the use of these terms in this 

Article. 
 

Morality:  

   1. Beliefs regarding appropriate behavior in all situations 

   2. Doctrine or system concerned with conduct or duty 

   3. Code for living and acting, and guiding one to be able to decipher right from wrong 

   4. Principles: Fundamental beliefs, truths, or understandings  
 

Ethics: 

The formal study or science of morality, law, rule. 
 

Virtue:  

An acquired character trait, resulting from identifying oneôs  

values/morality as good, and committing to act consistently  

in the terms of those values. 
 

Character: 

Developing and possessing the virtues required to be true to  

oneôs morality. 
 

Code of Ethics: A set of guidelines that governs the behavior of a group and its members. 
 

Value: 

Something one acts to gain and/or keep 
 

Pride: 

Being committed to making oneself be the best one can be, of shaping oneôs character to the highest level possible. 
 

Truth:  
   1.That which just is. 

   2. A verified or indisputable fact or principle. 
 

Virtues:  
Wisdom: 
The ability to see the truth, and that which is not the truth. 
 

Honesty: 
   1.The willingness to speak the truth, and to not fail to speak when not speaking would in effect hide the truth;  

        the willingness to act on the truth. 

   2. Being committed to the awareness of facts, and committed to not change or hide those facts. 
 

Courage: 
The strength to do the right thing in the face of fear, danger, or opposition. 
 

Integrity:  
   1.The courage to stand true to oneôs beliefs and values, especially in the face of challenge and opposition.  

   2. Being committed to acting on the basis of oneôs beliefs. 
 

Respect: 

The recognition of oneself or of another, for living and acting by his own moral code; of being true to his beliefs. 
 

Honor:  

Acknowledgement of having high respect for someone for his virtues.

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I t is the Hippocratic Oath that Physicians swear acceptance of and honor to; but the parts that are highlighted on the 

next page, for focus, apply to all health care workers. 
 

As was stated at the beginning, the purpose of this article is to discuss the Rules and Ethics governing people who  

operate x-ray equipment. The first part of this article is all about Rules. Rules are specific, and rather black and white in 

nature. It is reasonable to think that if one can read, there is no reason for non-compliance. 

 

Ethics, on the other hand, is not so black and whiteðand not so easy to understand. 

To begin a discussion of Ethics, let us remember that our context is The Medical world.  

The purpose of any one of us working in the medical world is the Patient, and I can think of no better way to begin than 

with Hippocrates. 

Hippocrates lived from 460-377 BC.   

He was born on the island of Cos, Greece. Later in life, he studied medicine and became regarded as the greatest Physi-

cian of his time. He based his medical practice on observations and study of the human body.  

He believed that the body must be treated as a whole and not just parts. 

He believed in the natural healing process of rest, a good diet, fresh air, and cleanliness. 

Hippocrates traveled throughout Greece practicing his medicine; he founded a medical school on the island of Cos and 

began teaching his ideas. He soon developed an Oath of Medical Ethics for physicians to follow. 

Hippocrates became known as the Father of Medicine, and his Oath of Medical Ethics became known as  

the Hippocratic Oath:  

 

Here is a simple summary of some portions of the Hippocratic Oath: 
 

òI will apply dietetic measures for the benefit of the sick, according to my ability and judgment; 

 I will keep them from harm and injustice. 
 

Whatever houses I may visit, I will come for the benefit of the sick, remaining free of all intentional injustice, of all mischief, 

and in particular of sexual relations with both female and male persons, be they free or slaves. 
 

What I may see or hear in the course of treatment or even outside of the treatment in regard to the life of men, which on no 

account one must spread abroad, I will keep myself holding such things shameful to be spoken about..ó 
 

  

It is easy to see that the words in (my) italics are basic and eternally significant.

  To hold him who has taught me this art as equal to my parents and to live  

my life in partnership with him, and if he is in need of money to give him a  

share of mine, and to regard his offspring as equal to my brothers in male lineage  

and to teach them this art ñif they desire to learn it ñwithout fee and covenant;  

to give a share of precepts and oral instruction and all the other learning to my  

sons and to the sons of him who has instructed me and to pupils who have signed  

the covenant and have taken an oath according to the medical law, but no one else.

  If I fulfill this oath and do not violate it, may it be granted to me to enjoy life and art,  

being honored with fame among all men for all time to come; if I transgress it and swear  

falsely, may the opposite of all this be my lot.ó

    Åteach patients that the body is a whole being; it was created with all the systems required to sustain a conscious life; 

that the natural healing process of rest, a good diet, fresh air, and cleanliness should be sought before drugs. 

    ÅIf everyone ate and drank foods of a good diet, there would be almost no obesity, much less back pain, etc., etc., etc.  

    ÅFresh air and rest is ñjust what the doctor orderedò 

    ÅAnd cleanliness, ah yes, cleanliness. Is it possible that cleanliness could have prevented MRSA?, the spread of       

          H1N1?, head lice?, staff infections?, and perhaps thousands of unnecessary deaths? 
 

  I will keep them from harm and injusticeï the first pledge is to not do harm. 

    ÅCould do no harm maybe begin with cleanliness? I think this is probably not the first thoughts Hippocrates had in 

this paragraph, but spreading pathogens is definitely doing an injustice to patients. 
 

  Sexual Relationsï  all interaction with patients is for the benefit of the sick, and under no circumstances shall there be 

any relationship other that of doctor and patient, in particular of sexual relations. 

        ÅThe boundaries of sexual misconduct must not be crossed. 
 

  What I may see or hearï on no account one must spread abroad...shameful to speak about. 

    Åanything that has been confided, discerned, admitted, confessed, revealed from medical tests or exams, or has been 

revealed or become known from any source is to be kept confidential. Do no harm; exhibit trust. 
 

If everyone who works in the medical world would abide by this historically sacred oath, we would not need the  

thousands of pages of HIPAA. 

 

I find myself thinking of a rule of life that I heard frequently in my youth:  

Do unto Others as You Would Have Others Do unto You.  

This is known, of course, as the Golden Rule. We can adapt the Golden Rule for this article to read:  

Do unto Patients as You Would Have Healthcare Workers Do unto You 
 

 

 

 

Principles of Medical Ethics 

Just as the some of the principles of  the Hippocratic Oath definitely apply to all healthcare workers, some of the  

Medical Boardôs Principles of Medical Ethics also apply.  

For the purposes of patient care and ethics that apply to all healthcare workers, we can substitute radiographer below 

for physician and see that these principles indeed apply, and apply to anyone working with or around patients, and  

anyone working indirectly for patients. 

 
The medical profession has long subscribed to a body of ethical statements developed primarily for the  
benefit of the patient. As a member of this profession, a physician (radiographer)  must recognize responsibility 
not only to patients, but also to society, to other health professionals, and to self. The following principles 

adopted by the American Medical Association and the Tennessee Board of Medical Examiners are not laws, 
but standards of conduct which define the essentials of honorable behavior for the physician (radiographer) .  
 

I. A physician (radiographer) shall be dedicated to providing competent medical services with compassion and 

respect.  
 

II. A physician (radiographer) shall deal honestly with patients and colleagues, and strive to expose those  

physicians (healthcare workers) deficient in character or competence, or who engage in fraud or deception.  
 

III. A physician (radiographer) shall respect the law and also recognize a responsibility to seek changes  
in those requirements which are contrary to the best interests of the patient.  
 

IV. A physician (radiographer) shall respect the rights of patients, of colleagues, and of other health  
professionals, and shall safeguard patient confidences within the constraints of the law.

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The Rules and Regulations governing operators of x-ray equipment do not specifically address Ethics and Sexual  

Misconduct. However, all x-ray operators work under one of these four Boards. Sexual Misconduct is clearly spelled 

out in the Tennessee Board of Medical Examinersô Policy: Sexual Misconduct Statement. The specific policies and dis-

ciplinary actions for all four Boards discussed in this article can be found on the website for each Board (see References).  
 

Realizing that these policies are for physicians, the principles of conduct are the same for all persons licensed under 

these Boards. On the broadest scope of a license for x-ray, sexual misconduct is unacceptable and not tolerated. 
 

To do our jobs correctly, we have to palpate patientsðsometimes in personal zones. To be, and to appear to be,  

professional, it is necessary to understand appropriate behavior. 
 

Under the rule of informed consent, we must first explain every part of the exam to the degree that they, or their guard-

ian, understands it and agrees to it. Then, during all the positioning steps, we must tell the patient, with objective tones 

and body language, exactly where we will be putting our hands and why. Then proceed to palpate for bony landmarks 

in a professional way: not soft, not hard, but a firm, objective, professional touch. Never apologize, or act bashful or  

embarrassed. Your posture will carry over to the patient, then he becomes embarrassed, and could possibly misinterpret 

the situation, claiming sexual misconduct. 
 

Radiographers do not usually have recurring visits from patients, so the opportunity for sexual attractions is less likely 

than with physicians. But, you are the ones who have the responsibility to recognize and set the boundaries between the 

care and compassion appropriate to imaging, and the emotional responses which may lead to sexual misconduct. 
 

Sexual misconduct could be interpreted by the patient from your verbal or physical behavior. There is relationship  

between you and the patient of trust, and it is your responsibility to make sure that trust is not broken. Even if the  

patient makes comments, physical, advances, or any form of sexual behavior, it is your responsibility to handle this in a 

professional way. 
 

Sexual contact with a patient is sexual misconduct, and a violation of the laws affiliated with the Board rules, and  

warrants disciplinary action. 
 

It is also your responsibility to report sexual misconduct or any other act which may constitute unprofessional conduct. 

 

The American Society of Radiologic Technologists (ASRT) Code of Ethics addresses conduct by radiographers who 

are certified and accredited by the American Registry of Radiologic Technologists (ARRT). Registered Technologist 

(RTôs) must be certified by the appropriate Board to operate x-ray equipment in physiciansô offices in Tennessee. RTôs 

must also obtain two (2) credits regarding Rules and Ethics, to satisfy the RTôs full certification continuing education 

requirements for Tennessee. Below are the ten (10) items of the ASRT Code of Ethics. 

 

ASRT and ARRT Code of Ethics 
 

1. The radiologic technologist conducts him/herself in a professional manner, responds to patient needs, and supports 

colleagues and associates in providing quality patient care. 

2. The radiologic technologist acts to advance the principal objective of the profession to provide services to humanity 

with full respect for the dignity of mankind. 

3. The radiologic technologist delivers patient care and service unrestricted by concerns of personal attributes or the 

nature of the disease or illness, and without discrimination on the basis of sex, race, creed, religion, or socio-economic 

status. 

4. The radiologic technologist practices technology founded upon theoretical knowledge and concepts, uses equipment 

and accessories consistent with the purpose for which they were designed, and employs procedures and techniques ap-

propriately. 

5. The radiologic technologist assesses situations; exercises care, discretion, and judgment; assumes responsibility for 

professional decisions; and acts in the best interest of the patient. 

6. The radiologic technologist acts as an agent through observation and communication, to obtain pertinent information 

for the physician to aid in the diagnosis and treatment of the patient, and recognizes that interpretation and 

diagnosis are outside the scope of practice for the profession. 

7. The radiologic technologist uses equipment and accessories, employs techniques and procedures, and performs  

services in accordance with an accepted standard of practice, and demonstrates expertise in minimizing radiation expo-

sure to the patient, self, and other members of the healthcare team.

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8. The radiologic technologist practices ethical conduct appropriate to the profession and protects the patientôs right to 

quality radiologic technology care. 

9. The radiologic technologist respects confidences entrusted in the course of professional practice,  

respects the patientôs right to privacy and reveals confidential informat9on only as required by law or to protect the wel-

fare of the individual or the community. 

10. The radiologic technologist continually strives to improve knowledge and skills by participating in continuing edu-

cation and professional activities, sharing knowledge with colleagues and investigation new aspects of professional 

practice. 

 

 

 

Conclusion: 

If you have ever been a patient, it is probably clear why it is necessary to have rules for all medical workers. 
 

There must be consistency regarding standards and qualifications. So, the rules begin with initial eligibility for  

certification.  
 

The educational requirements and  standard examination should offer the opportunity for consistently prepared  

radiographers.  
 

It is critical for anyone in any field of work to periodically update his knowledge about new information, new  

equipment, and new ways to accomplish the desired results. This especially applies to fields with much technology.  

The technology for the medical world has had astounding breakthroughs, occurring almost daily, and is expected to  

continue in exponential leaps. 
 

There must be guidelines for ethics so that every one understands the same expectations of behavior. 
 

There must be consequences to penalize those who do not comply with the rules. The severity of the consequences 

should be commensurate with the infraction. 

 

We can summarize the reason for this article with the modified life rule mentioned earlier: 
 

Do unto Patients as You Would Have Healthcare Workers Do unto You
